Not Quite 2020 Vision

Those of a certain age will
remember that the magazine racks
at the grocery store line would
offer certain pulp rags featuring
the latest predictions of various
prognosticators. Prominent among
them were Jeane Dixon (January
5, 1904 — January 25, 1997),
a self-proclaimed psychic and
astrologer. Even the most cynical
among us would still catch ourselves
sneaking a peak to see what
Jeane saw in the future. Her
predictions were a well-honed mix of
logical “safe-bets,” imagination and
outright hooey that earned her high
marks in popularity, profitability
and guilty entertainment fun.

Of course, “High-Brow”
predictors haven't earned a much
better track record and they
generally fall far short on the
entertainment quotient. Think back
to the year 2000 and the Y2K
hysteria. Some serious
scientists and computer
programmers were convinced
that as soon as the year changed
from 1999 to 2000 that computers
would crash and thereby cause
widespread havoc and panic around
the globe. They even couched their
predictions with “hard science.”
Namely, since many computer
programs marked a year by
its two digit shorthand (i.e.
99 instead of 1999), once
the year turned to 2000, the
computers would lock up. As
we know, the doomsayers were
wrong.

The awesome song "1999"
by the late pop star Prince
emphasized a more eschatological
angle on the beginning of a new
millennium. He thought that the

2000 would usher in an end of days
scenario in keeping with certain
fundamentalist religious teachings
(note that the song was released in
1982, thus giving the artist plenty of
time before the end of time!):

Say say two thousand zero zero
party over, oops, out of time
So tonight I'm gonna party like it's
nineteen ninety-nine

For all of his musical genius, Prince
was no better a prognosticator than
Jeane Dixon. Nevertheless, they
both brought an element of fun to
the art of guess work.

As we are entering 2020, will our
vision be better than 20-207? Probably
not. Still, we do look forward to
some events on our Temple Sinai
schedule that are sure-things. A few
important events in January and
February are especially worthy of
noting:

On Sunday, January 19, 2020,
Temple Sinai will host Denver’s
major Martin Luther King Jr. Day
service and program (starting
at 4:00pm). Rabbi Ray Zwerin
organized this historic event with
the intent of rebuilding the bridges
of cooperation and partnership
between the African American and
Jewish communities. (See his article
in this issue of Kesher.)

On Friday, January 24, Temple Sinai
will join with Temple Emanuel for a
combined Erev Shabbat service
(6:00pm at Emanuel) to honor
Dr. Rabbi Gary Zola and present him
with the Isaac Meyer Wise Award.
And on Sunday, January 26 (9:30-
11am) Temple Sinai will feature
Dr. Zola as he shares insights from his
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lifetime devotion
to American Jewish Studies and the
American Jewish Archives.

On Erev Shabbat, Friday January
31, we will honor our many
Social Action volunteers and
community sponsor Matt Debro of
King Soopers.

On Erev Shabbat, Friday February
8 we will celebrate Shabbat Shirah,
the Sabbath of Song with a joyous
service featuring our choirs and a
special Torah reading.

Yes, we can safely predict that
the New Year 2020 begins with
several meaningful and spiritually
uplifting services and programs. What
else will 2020 bring? Who knows!
But as long as we come together
to strengthen our individual and
communal hearts, minds and souls,
we will discover our blessings as
they unfold.

For several years, five of us
have been meeting bi-weekly to
discuss global issues with a par-
ticular focus on the Middle East
and on anti-Semitism. Retired for
the most part, each of us brings
unigue insights, perspectives,
backgrounds to bear on our dis-
cussions. The Middle East Forum
(MEF), as we named ourselves,
consists of a U.S. Ambassador
who served many tours of duty in
ME countries, a professor of law, a
lawyer, a psychiatrist, and me. Two
speak Arabic, two speak Hebrew,
all are adequate in English, and four
are Jews. We all know people and
have contacts here and abroad.
Our discussions are always infor-
mative, usually eye-opening, and
often electric.

Several months ago, our discus-
sion focused on a growing concern
with the rise of anti-Semitism
world-wide, and especially in the
U.S. and in Colorado -- from new
voices in Congress to marchers in
Charlottesville, from the shootings
in Pittsburgh and Poway to the stri-
dent campus calls for BDS to the
Women’s March being co-opted

by leaders who injected anti-Zion-
ist rhetoric and memes into their
agenda.

What might we do to change the
vector — to bring about a sense
of “we are not fighting this alone”
hope? So the five of us reached
out to the African-American Greater
Metro Denver Ministerial Alliance
and asked for a meeting. We took
with us two leaders of the ADL.
Jews and Blacks have been working
with each other for decades in the
fight for civil rights, voting rights,
against Jim Crow laws and norms,
against discrimination of any sort.
The fight for human dignity is in our
Jewish DNA.

The 23 ministers at that meeting
greeted my opening remarks about
the need to understand each other,
to defend each other verbally and
politically in all issues of bigotry and
hatred, and communally to befriend
one another to the greater commu-
nity and within our own communi-
ties and congregations as well. The
proposal was greeted with great
enthusiasm and with remarks from
the GMDMA that this should have

happened a long time ago.
Representatives from both groups
have now met a number of times.
Three programs have been decided
upon: we will plan for church-syn-
agogue pulpit exchanges; we will
have a minister-rabbi retreat early
next year; and, the MLK Day cel-
ebration will take place (not at a
Black church, but) at Temple Sinali
on Sunday, January 19, 2020 at
4:00pm!

Leaders ofthe GMDMA, Bishop Jerry
Demmer, Superintendent Patrick
Demmer, and Sharon Alexander-
Holt and | along with Steve Tick
have been in close contact as we
plan the MLK Day celebration.
Rabbi Rheins will m.c. the event,
I will speak about the occasion,
mayor, governor, state and city dig-
nitaries will attend, Wellington Webb
will give the keynote address, the
African-American and Jewish com-
munities will attend, our choir will
join with voices from First Plymouth
and Black churches, and the area
rabbis and ministers will march in
together in a first in a lifetime event.
Save the date. Be here! January
19, 2020 — 4:00pm.

In November of 2018, an article
appeared in the Forward entitled
“Is the Temple Sisterhood Over? Or
Reinventing Itself?” The article tells
the story of Congregation Shaarai
Shomayim, a Reform synagogue in
Lancaster, PA where the sisterhood
decided to try to attract younger
members, to create something
new. In place of Temple Sisterhood,
they became the Women of Shaarai
Shomayim with the tagline “Not your
bubbe'’s sisterhood.”

The article continues with a
history of temple sisterhoods and
the ways in which they worked to
reach their goal, to be a “launch-
ing pad for women’s public identi-
ties both inside Judaism and in the
wider society.” At different points
in time over the past hundred and
fifty years, sisterhood organiza-
tions strove to be that launching
pad by providing resources for new
Eastern European Jewish immi-
grants, by working on anti-lynching
campaigns during the civil rights
movement, by coordinating religious
schools and programming for youth.

The activities and methods have
shifted over time, but sisterhoods
have always sought to create space
for womens’ voices and to build a
community of Jewish women.

Following with Congregation
Shaarai Shomayim and other
Jewish communities around the
country, Temple Sinai is re-envi-
sioning how we engage our women.
We want the women of Temple
Sinai to feel like they have a com-
munity here and that that commu-
nity can meet their needs, whether
intellectually, spiritually, socially or
otherwise. On December 1st, we
launched Women’s Programming at
Temple Sinai, an umbrella for activ-
ities offered to women that don’t
require membership in an additional
organization. A group of women rep-
resenting different factions of our
congregational community came
together to nosh, to socialize and
to engage in a conversation about
identity and what it means to be a
Jewish woman. We also continued
the process of envisioning what our
Women'’s Programming initiative will
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look like.

Our intention
is to offer pro-
grams that
will range from social to study to
service and everything in between.
You do not have to attend every
program; when you see something
that interests you, come! Join us!
And if nothing we're offering attracts
you, please tell us, let us know what
would get you involved.

The next Women’s Programming
event will be a babka cooking
class led by me on January 12th.
Come, learn, bake and socialize as
we continue to grow this program
and engage the women in our
community.

Artist Spotlight - Jacob “Spike” Kraus

Jacob “Spike”
Kraus, based
in Ann Arbor,
Michigan, as the
Artistin Residence
at Temple Israel of
West Bloomfield is
a soulful and ener-
getic singer/song-
writer and songleader who brings his
inspiring music to communities and
camps across the country. His music
can be found in the cantorial curricu-
lum of Hebrew Union College — Jewish
Institute of Religion; and is featured by
Jewish Rock Radio & PJ Library. Jacob
blends pop, rock, folk, R&B and even
jazz elements together with inspiring
words of Torah to create an uplifting
and refreshing sound. According to his
website, he is not one to be “put in
a box” stylistically, Jacob dislikes the
question “What kind of music do you
play?” His go to answer: “the feel-it-
in-your-bones, can’t-stop-humming-it-
later” kind.

Through his music, Jacob not only
engages listeners with catchy melo-
dies and driving rhythms, he also tran-
scends fruitful and meaningful liturgi-
cal teachings. He takes familiar and
unfamiliar prayers, texts and con-
cepts, and presents them to listeners

in a way that is easy to connect to
and embody. Jacob offers commu-
nities a variety of services including
family-friendly shabbatons and con-
certs, songwriting/leading workshops,
‘Kolanu’ his high school aged focused
shabbaton, and even explores the spir-
ituality of secular music.

Jacob is originally from Boston
Massachusetts and has been involved
with music from a very young age. His
father was a songleader and became
a Rabbi who influenced Jacob early
on to explore playing Jewish music.
He then went on to songleading
at various camps and synagogues
for over 10 years. Jacob gradu-
ated from Muhlenberg College in the
spring of 2013 with a degree in Music
Performance, and released his first
full-length studio album “Shake Off
the Dust” in 2015. “Shake off the dust
features one of his hits, “What Makes
You Glow,” known endearingly in com-
munities as “Fish Swim”. Jacob’s next
release called “Cornerstones,” (2017)
carries a modern, 21st century sound
and features favorite songs like “Sim
Shalom,” and “You Will Find Me.”

Jacob recently release an amazing
Chanukah album called “Light Up The
Night” and features four festive songs

that carries the seasonal holiday
sound and blends it with Jewish and
Chanukah themes and lyrics. Jacob’s
take on ‘nes gadol haya sham’ (A
great miracle happened there) and
title track of the album ‘Light Up the
Night’ fuses elements of soul and
funk and sets listeners into a mellow
Chanukah groove. The musicality of
the album is off the charts and paves
way for more diverse holiday/Jewish
music to come to the surface.

We are lucky to have Jacob as our
‘Artist-in-Residence’ over the weekend
of March 27th (27th-29th) where he
will be bringing his music and voice
to our Erev Shabbat service, and
will be holding an interactive concert
Saturday evening for the greater
Jewish community. Sunday morning
Jacob will be with the Religious School
working with the students and then
having a special concert for them at
the end of the school day. We are so
excited to have Jacob ‘Spike’ Kraus
with us and hope that you don’t miss
this wonderful opportunity!

Our Endowment Program - Consistent Growth & Protection for our Temple

“You know, that just doesn’t work for
me.” Our endowment committee has
received dozens of this comment and
variations thereof. Our Temple Sinai
member is describing new forms of
Jewish worshipping and belonging —
without a dedicated physical structure.
Such forms are robust, interesting,
and (in a sense) competitive. It's the
candid, well-intentioned statement that
the Sinai member values our Sense of
Place, of Permanence. Our physical
plant, clergy, staff, school, programs,
and activities mark our identity. This is
our spiritual, and tangible, home.

It's so easy to take all of this “for
granted.” Out of sight; out of mind —
until something in our daily “busy-ness”

involves or brings our Temple to mind.
How to assure that Temple Sinai will
“be there” for us and our descen-
dants? By prudent business manage-
ment and governance, the loyalty of our
congregants, AND the backup of our
endowment. That’s why our endow-
ment program must be ongoing, con-
stantly augmented by new members
of Sinai Circle, our endowment donors’
designation.

Bottom line: Our endowment com-
mittee does not expect you to rush to
your attorney or financial adviser tomor-
row. What we do ask, though, is that
each Sinai member sign a “commit-
ment” form, stating that you will, within
a reasonable time, make provision for

the Temple’s long-term endowment in
your personal financial planning. No
present payment is required; you need
not disclose any aspects of your confi-
dential plans. Our filing your form with
the Grinspoon and Rose Community
Foundations before February 29, 2020,
can assist in helping us to qualify for
an outright cash grant: Temple Sinai
participates in the Foundations’ endow-
ment incentive program (but our Temple
manages its own endowment funds).
